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ELECTROPLATING NAME TAGS
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Equipment:

Copper sheet**, cut into strips


Brass** shim sheet ( a few ‘thou’ thick)


Copper sulfate solution-moderately concentrated


DC power supply – 1.5 – 3 volts


Spirit based marker


Ethanol or IPA


Steelo or brasso


Holder for electrodes

1. Obtain brass strip , perhaps 2cm X 8cm.

2. Clean this thoroughly both sides with steelo or brasso,.



Any oxide or oil from fingers will prevent effective plating

3. Write your name on the lower two-thirds of the brass in distinct letters.

4. Place brass & similarly sized cu plate into holder and place in a 150 ml beaker, two- thirds full of copper sulfate*** solution

5. Attach brass to negative terminal and cu to positive terminal

6. Leave for some minutes – until an even coating of copper exists on the brass

7. Remove carrier from beaker, wash off under water

8. Remove the spirit marker from the brass electrode- name should be clear.
