Candle magic
Candles are great-everyone loves to play but some great science can be discussed too.

Observations
Put out one tea light candle per group, give each group a large sheet of paper.

Turn lights down.

Challenge the students to see which group can come up with the most observations, you can stimulate them by asking questions like 

“what is a flame” , “how far does the light go”.

Great discussions on chemical and physical change can be developed dorm this.

Magic flame

Get a decently long candle eg a white emergency one form the supermarket, light it, let it burn five or so minutes, blow out and repeat.

Light again and carefully bring a Cu coil down over the flame, the flame will magically disappear and then reappear when you lift the coil 20 or so seconds later.

Use thick Cu wire(without a plastic coating) and make a coil about 1cm deep and 1cm wide at the base, a cone shape is good.

The wire does get hot so conduction discussions can follow too.
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
