Milk plastic
Form KIS book 4

Measuring is important

100mL milk

10mL vinegar

250mL beakers

Thermometer

Cloth for straining

Rubber band

Paper towels

Burner

Warm milk to about 500 C.

Add vinegar and stir. The white curds are mainly casein and the yellow liquid whey.

Fasten cloth loosely over beaker with rubber band.
Pour mixture onto cloth.
Carefully take cloth off beaker and squeeze out as much liquid as possible.
Put the curds onto paper towel to dry them off a bit.

Press solid into shapes eg dice, people, buttons and leave to dry for a few days. Polish with sandpaper if desired.
This only makes small samples, you could easily double or triple quantities for good sized plastic model products!

This was and still is how some buttons are made.
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
